Baseball and Softball

Team Selections


Baseball
FYSA team selections are set in accordance with Georgia Dizzy Dean rule "15:01".
Team Selections   

1. Each spring season (for ages 6U, 8U, 10U, and 12U), all players selected to a team (with the exception of the managers (head coach) child and 1 assistant), must be drafted, meaning all managers (head coaches) in an organization shall have equal rights and opportunity to select any player in that organization.  

2. The draft will be held after player evaluations at a predetermined place and time approved by the Board. The Board shall conduct the draft.  There will be at least 1 Board member present to verify the player’s availability and record the official draft. 
Freezes
1. Each team will be allowed a maximum of 2 freezes consisting of the Coaches child and one assistant.  A coach may choose only to freeze his own child if no assistants are chosen.  If the coach has multiple children in the same age group, he will still be allowed to freeze his assistant's child but he must pick his remaining children in draft order before any other draft picks.
2. Coaches must turn in their list of freeze request prior to Evaluations on the date requested by the Board.
Player Evaluations and Selection:
1. Prior to the draft all Players will participate in player evaluations/skill test including all Frozen Players.  (Exception: 6U will not be required to perform skill test.)
2. The skill test will be conducted in a manner so as to provide all managers in an age division an equal opportunity to evaluate all available players’ skills.   The format of the skills test is left up to the digression of the Board.  Each coach in the age division along with a board member will score each player on a 1-5 scale.  The average score will be assigned to each player before the draft.
3. Order of drafting will be determined by a hat pick or a coin toss. (If all teams have an equal number of freezes they may begin the draft in order determined by the hat pick or coin toss.)  The teams with the least number of freezes will begin the 1st round and/or 2nd round if necessary in order to equal out all teams.  Once all teams have the same number equal to the maximum number of freezes the drafting order of go should begin.  After each round, the drafting order will rotate (1,2,3,2,3,1,3,1,2,1,2,3…)  When there are less than three teams the order will not reverse.

4. 6U will be chosen by hat pick beginning with the oldest age (6 year olds then 5 year olds).  
5. Trades will be limited to a maximum of three per team.  All trades must be complete before final team approval by presiding Board Member in charge of draft.  All trades must be of equal evaluation score.  Trades will be necessary to accommodate siblings (excluding coaches kids. See Freezes-1).

Unevaluated players
An unevaluated player is anyone who was unable to participate in player evaluations, or a late registration received after evaluations and before the draft.  These players will be selected by blind draft after all evaluated players have been drafted.  Their names will be placed in a hat and drawn in order of draft rotation.  All coaches will participate in the blind draft.
Late Registrations  
Any registration received after the draft and before March 1st will be considered a late registration player.  If teams are equal in numbers, a Board member will draw a team out of the hat and place the late registration on that team.  If teams remain unequal the player will be placed on the next team in order of the draft.
 
Softball
Softball will follow the same rules listed above with the following exceptions.  

FYSA team selections are set in accordance with DCGS rule "VI - Drafting System".
Team Selections 
1. Each spring season any players not frozen to a team must be drafted, allowing all managers equal rights and opportunity to select any available player in their age division.

2. The draft will be held at a predetermined place and time approved by the Board. The Board shall conduct the draft.  There will be at least 1 Board member present to verify the player’s availability and record the official draft. 
Freezes

1. The number of freezes allowed will be governed by the Douglas County Girls Softball rules.  For the year 2014 the rule is 10 per team with the coach's child being one of the freezes. The "sister rule" will be used with each sister counting as one freeze.

2. Coaches must turn in their list of freeze request prior to Evaluations on the date requested by the Board.  Along with the coach's list of freezes, the parents must have completed the Coach Request form at the time of registration.
